Surface Preparation:

Concrete surfaces must be structurally sound, clean and dry. Surface must be free from dust, dirt, wax, grease,
asphalt, latex and gypsum compounds, adhesives, paint, curing and sealing compounds and other contaminants
which may act as a bond breaker. Concrete must be free from laitance, efflorescence and not be subject to
hydrostatic pressure. Mechanically prepare the surface using recommended preparation methods such as light
scabbling or grit blasting, to provide a roughened, clean, sound, solid and open porous surface. Remove all dust and
debris from the surface by vacuuming with a suitable H Class industrial cleaner - must be equipped with a Hepa filter.
Substrates repaired with Crosbe CROSpatch repair mortars generally do not require any additional preparations.
Ensure the surface is free of dust. The surface should then be thoroughly soaked with clean potable water, and any
residual surface water removed immediately prior to application of CROSpatch® 390 FC.
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Substrate Priming:

Generally priming is not required if the surface is thoroughly soaked with water.

If priming is required, prime the prepared surface with CROSflow® Primer and allow primer to dry. Allow the primer to
fully dry to a clean, thin film (approx. 1- 2 hours depending on ambient conditions) before applying CROSpatch® 390
FC. Low temperature can delay the drying time of primer. Do not apply the mortar until the primer has dried
thoroughly.

Mixing:

Place the recommended 6.2 to 6.5 litres of potable water into a clean mixing vessel and whilst mixing, slowly add the
entire 20kg contents of CROSpatch® 390 FC. Mixing should take place using a forced action high shear mixing paddle,
with a mixer capable of stirring at 600rpm. Mix for approximately 2—3 minutes to a lump free consistency. This is very
important, to ensure all the ingredients are fully activated

As you must use the material within 20 minutes after mixing, be sure to only mix a quantity that can be used within
this period. If mixing smaller quantities is a better approach, ensure accurate dosing of water and powder is carried
out using proper scales. For smaller mix quantities, use 0.322L of water for every 1Kg of CROSpatch® 390 FC.

. Do NOT overwater the CROSpatch® 390 FC, use only the recommended mix water volume.

. Do NOT use a concrete or masonry mixer to mix CROSpatch® 390 FC.

. Do NOT mix by hand.

. Do NOT attempt to retemper (remix) mixed product once the working time of 25-30 min has been exceeded.
Application:

Place the mixed CROSpatch® 390 FC onto the prepared substrate and spread into place using a steel trowel.
CROSpatch® 390 FC is a soft paste consistency, so ensure proper pressure is applied to fill all voids in the surface.
CROSpatch® 390 FC can be applied up to S5mm thick in one application. Any applications requiring an infill of greater
than 5mm, should be filled using either CROSpatch® 340 HB or CROSpatch® 370 HB.

The consistency of freshly mixed CROSpatch® 390 FC is designed to allow for easy trowel application on vertical and
horizontal substrates.

In high temperature conditions, application of a suitable curing compound may be necessary to avoid premature
surface drying.

Set Time:
Allow a cure time of up to 1 -2 hours at 23°C to be touch dry.
Overcoating with decorative finishes:

CROSpatch® 390 FC is a durable finish, designed to provide long term protection to the background substrate it has
been applied to. In certain applications, a decorative coating will be required to provide an aesthetic finish to the
overall areq, including the repaired section. If any curing compounds were applied to aid in curing of the repair, these
need to be removed first. Crosbe recommend the use any water-based coating systems, which are suitable to be used
in the environment which they are being applied, and the preparation of the repaired section should be in line with
normal concrete preparation methods. If in doubt, contact Crosbe Technical Services for additional advice.
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Coverage:

20kg bag of CROSpatch® 390 FC will cover approximately 14m2 at Imm thickness, and 4.7m2 at 3mm thickness.
Clean Up:

Wash all tools thoroughly in clean water immediately after use.

Temperature Consideration:

The mechanism of interaction between cement and water is temperature sensitive. The set time is delayed at low
temperatures and is accelerated at high temperatures. To avoid significant change in setting times, the
recommended water temperature, ambient and substrate temperature ranges are:

Water Temperature Range: 15 — 25° C. Working with temperatures outside of this range will also impact the fluidity of
the product.

Ambient Temperatures: Do not apply at a temperature less than 10°C. Above 30°C, consider using cooled water for
mixing the product. Do not apply in temperatures above 35°C.

Substrate Temperature: Do not apply onto a surface which has a temperature less than 10°C or above 35°C.

Store in dry conditions, unopened and undamaged PE bags, with temperatures below 30C. If stored in excessive
temperature conditions, externally exposed to the elements or in high humidity conditions, the shelf life may be
reduced.
